COVID UPDATE – The church council voted at 
the May meeting to relax most of our Covid 
protocols.

• We will not require social distancing in the 
whole sanctuary but will still provide a 
section of pews where people who choose 
to can space further from others.

We’ll still have a limited 
number of tables and chairs at each table 
in the fellowship hall for the time being.
